Why the CWA Began: A Century of Women Supporting Women

Life in rural Australia has never been easy, but a hundred years ago it was especially
demanding for women. Most farmhouses had no electricity or running water, and the daily
work required to keep a family afloat was immense. Women managed the home, cared for
children, and also carried out essential outdoor tasks—milking cows, tending poultry and
pigs, growing vegetables, maintaining fruit trees, and gathering firewood to cook every

meal.
On top of this unrelenting labour, rural women lived with constant uncertainty: dust storms,
drought, bushfires, floods, mouse plagues, and swarms of flies could wipe out food, income,

or shelter overnight. With few hospitals, almost no maternity care, limited schooling, poor
transport, and unreliable communication, many women felt deeply isolated. Even a trip to

town offered little comfort—public facilities were scarce, and many public spaces, like hotel
toilets, were for men only.

The need for change became undeniable during the First World War. The loss of soldiers
was devastating, but the toll at home was also heartbreaking: around 58,000 babies died in

Australia during the war years, and between the late 1800s and 1924 more than 9,000
women in NSW alone died in or shortly after childbirth. Improving healthcare and support

for rural families had become a matter of urgency.

A Movement Begins
By the early 1920s, the struggles of country women were gaining recognition. In 1922, a
conference for rural women was organised during the Sydney Easter Show—one time of

year when many country families visited the city. On 18 April 1922, women gathered at The
Country Club in Castlereagh Street and committed to improving life on the land. At that first

meeting, Grace Munro was elected the inaugural State President of the Country Women’s
Association.

From the start, the vision was clear: a grassroots, decentralised organisation made up of
small, local branches so that support could reach even the most remote districts. News of

the new association spread quickly through Agricultural Bureaus, local councils,
newspapers, and the Red Cross, inspiring women across NSW to form their own branches.

Early Achievements
The CWA immediately began championing vital services, supporting the NSW Bush Nursing Association and helping
establish baby health centres, hospitals, and much‑needed rest rooms for women travelling into town. One of their

earliest dreams—providing affordable seaside holidays for outback women—was realised when Keera House at Dee
Why was purchased in 1923.



The CWA on the Central Coast

The Central Coast was first served by country branches. Terrigal opened the region’s first
branch in 1930 and soon established a Baby Health Centre. Gosford followed, creating rest
rooms near the station, and by 1932 its members were assisting neighbouring communities to

start new branches. That same year, the Mangrove Mountain branch formed—when cars
were rare, buggies common, and a trip into Gosford could take half a day.

In 2018, the Mangrove Mountain & Districts (MME) branch began with the goal of helping
save the local church—an ongoing, community‑driven effort that continues to unite

members today.
Nearly a century on, the Central Coast now has 14 active CWA branches, each contributing
to community life in meaningful, practical ways. The region proudly counts ten Life Members

among its ranks, and across NSW more than 8,000 members continue to advocate for
issues affecting women, families, and regional communities.

Looking Ahead
While the nature of rural challenges has changed, the CWA’s purpose remains the same.

Isolation now comes in the form of poor telecommunications. Housing insecurity has become
a major concern. And across a vast country like Australia, there will always be new hurdles

for communities to overcome.
What hasn’t changed is the CWA’s commitment: to stand up for women, support families,

strengthen communities, and ensure every voice—no matter how remote—is heard.

10 Ways I Use Tomato Relish in Autumn

Every autumn I’m reminded why making tomato relish is worth the effort.
It’s not just for sandwiches. It’s the jar that quietly rescues dinner when the weather

cools, when the slow cooker is bubbling away, or when something simply 
needs “a bit more”.

Tomato relish isn’t flashy — it’s dependable. It deepens flavour, adds a gentle sweet-
savory note, and somehow makes simple food taste better.

Here are ten of my favourite ways to use it once the mornings start to get crisp.

In steak and onion pie gravy – Stir a spoonful into the filling before baking to add
richness and depth.
In grilled cheese sandwiches – A thin smear with sharp cheddar and caramelised
onion turns a simple toastie into comfort food.
On homemade burgers – Perfect with beef, lamb, or even pumpkin patties. It beats
bottled sauce every time.
In slow-cooked beef casserole – One or two tablespoons in the braising liquid
deepens the flavour beautifully.
On a ploughman’s lunch – Ham, cheese, crusty bread and pickles all come together
with a good spoon of relish.
Brushed over roast chicken thighs – Add during the last 15 minutes so it becomes
sticky and caramelised.
Swirled through pumpkin soup – Just a teaspoon adds a lovely sweet contrast to
roasted pumpkin.
On loaded baked potatoes – Sour cream, bacon, chives and a spoonful of relish
make an easy autumn dinner.
Mixed into sausage roll filling – It keeps the mince moist and adds a subtle depth of
flavour.
As a meatloaf glaze – Spread over the top before baking for a glossy, sticky finish.

Tomato relish may not be the hero of the plate, but it’s often the quiet backbone. 
It brings warmth to autumn cooking, lifts leftovers, and turns everyday meals into

something special.

And if you’ve bottled it yourself, every spoonful is a reminder that you planned ahead
for the cooler months.
